The program 
then transitioned into Farm Show mode, where students competed in the antique tractor restoration, large 
landscape design, miniature-landscape design, plant design, and other FFA competitions. Our students won 
awards for their participation in the competitions. After Farm Show, first year students completed miniature water 
feature projects and second year students completed a large water feature project, which included research on 
designs, creating a professional landscape design, scaling the drawing, installation of design, and creating an 
estimate on the price of the project. Throughout the whole year students have been learning how to identify 
common plants, completing state tasks, learning horticultural terms, and landscaping skills within the classroom. To 
finish out the year students will continue to gain certificates, do spring clean-up and mulching around the school, 
and learn about environmental effects on plant growth. 



     The Sports Therapy Sciences program had a successful 2023-2024 school year. The year was full of team 
building, academic achievements, skills development, leadership building and community service.
